U.A.D. Students’ Association Door Policy:

It is the policy of this Students’ Association to allow entry to their premises at 158 Marketgait, Dundee to the following people:

1. University of Abertay Dundee Students on production of a current matriculation card or current NUS card.

2. Students from other NUS affiliated colleges and universities on production of a current matriculation card with a photograph on it or current NUS card.

3. Students from other colleges or universities with whom U.A.D.S.A. has a reciprocal agreement on production of a current matriculation card with a photograph on it or current NUS card.

4. Life members of U.A.D.S.A. on production of their life membership card.

No entry will be permitted after 11pm or after the permitted fire limit has been reached, which ever is reached first.  If the fire limit is reached before 11pm a “one out one in” policy will operate until 11pm.

In addition on certain nights there may well be extra regulations over the timing of entry.  In this case instructions will clearly be stated on posters advertising the event and will be printed on tickets when it is a ticket only entry.

The Students’ Association operates a policy of searching everyone on entry to the Union on certain nights.  If anyone refuses to be searched entry will be refused.

There will be no exceptions made to any of the rules and regulations stated above.
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U.A.D. Students’ Association Signing In Policy:
Students of the University of Abertay Dundee may sign in 3 guests per evening.  

Students with valid matriculation cards from other F.E. or H.E. colleges may sign up to one guest per evening.

Signing in will take place at the door on the night when entry is required.

The student must fill in a form giving details of the guests name and address.

A fee of one pound will be charged for signing in if there is an entry fee that night, and this is in addition to the entry fee being charged on the night.

The student has the ultimate responsibility for the behaviour of his/her guest at all times.  Misconduct by a guest will result in a life ban for the guest and a minimum of a four-week ban for the student.

If students from U.A.D. have forgotten their matric card they may be signed in for the night.  They must complete the appropriate signing in form and pay the £1 signing in fee.  They will be treated as guests, not members, for the night and if they are asked to leave for any reason both they and the person who signed them in will be called up in front of the disciplinary committee.

U.A.D. Students’ Association Drugs Policy:

It is the policy of this Students’ Association to search everyone entering the building on certain nights.  Anyone found trying to enter the building or in the building in possession of illegal drugs will be detained and the police will be informed.

A substantial ban from the Students’ Association will be enforced and the University will be informed and they may decide to take their own disciplinary action.
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U.A.D. Students’ Association Executive Committee/Staff Entitlements:

All members of staff and the executive committee are entitled to come into the Union to socialise when they are off-duty.  If it is an Association event then they are not required to pay the entrance fee.  However, if it is a club/society night, it is at the discretion of the club if they are charged or not.

Listed below are the guest and signing in entitlements.

Guests

These are people who are students at U.A.D. and are put on the Guest List to entitle them to free entry to the Union for the night.  The names of guests must be placed on the guest list by 8pm on the night which entry is required.  The person on the guest list is still classed as a student and if they are asked to leave for any reason will be treated in the same manner as any student.  If they are asked to leave the Union for any reason when they were on the guest list, they will no longer be entitled to go on the guest list.  The guest list may be withdrawn on certain nights.

Sabbaticals

The President and V.P. Services are entitled to put as many names on the guest list as they want.

Executive Committee

Are entitled to put two names on the guest list per night providing the guests are students at U.A.D.

Student Staff

Members of staff who are students at U.A.D. are entitled to put one name on the guest list per night providing the guest is a student at U.A.D. but not while on duty.

Non-Student Staff

Members of staff who are not students at U.A.D. are not entitled to put anyone’s name on the guest list.

Signing-In

All non-members must be signed in even if they are coming into the Union with off-duty staff or executive committee members.  The signing in sheet should be completed and the current signing-in fee must be paid.  Members of staff/executive committee who are entitled to sign people in can only do so when they are off-duty and they will be responsible for that person at all times.  Misconduct by the person signed in will result in a life ban for them and a minimum of a four-week ban for the person who signed them in.  This could ultimately mean the member of staff could lose their job so they should be careful whom they sign in.

Sabbaticals

The President and V.P. Services are entitled to sign in as many people as they want.

Executive Committee

Executive committee are entitled to sign in three people per night, providing they are off duty.

Student staff

Members of staff who are students at U.A.D. are entitled to sign in three people per night, providing they are off duty.

Non-Student staff

Members of staff who are not students at U.A.D. are not entitled to sign anyone in, as they are only associate members of the Students’ Union.  If they wish to bring a non-student in with them they must get them signed in by a student who is prepared to take responsibility for that person.
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
